prove that it was taken at a raft-up or cruise.) We are on 
the “Honor System”. An official SOS event can be 
cruising, day-sail, a brunch, seminar, destination cruise, 
etc. Happy Hours are not included.  
 
2. Each photo must identify at which SOS event it was 
taken and the name of the photographer.   
 
3. This is an amateur photographer contest. Professional 
photographers - i.e. anyone who earns more than 50 
percent of his or her annual income from photography – 
are excluded from the contest. 
 
4. Each member may submit up to a total of eight (8) 
photos.  
 
5. Photos may be edited to achieve color balance that 
reflects the scene as you observed it. Cropping is also 
acceptable.

Photos not 
submitted in the 5” x 7” format will be cropped to that 
format.  Smart phone photos may be submitted.  Please 
select high resolution for photos in your smart phone 
setup. 
 
Judging: The photo contest managers will put your 
photos in the correct category. There will be 1st through 3rd 
place awards for each of the People, Bay Scenes, and 
Sailboats categories.  There will be 1st through 6th place 
awards for the Destination Cruises category.
