Rationale for this change, various dues models, and a 

Q and A on the topic, may all be found on the club web 

site’s home page. 

2.  A new Inactive Member category has been 

approved by the board.  This bylaw proposal states:  

“There is a subset of SOS members who are inactive. 

Since these members live out of the Chesapeake Bay 

area and/or have physical or other limitations, these 

members no longer sail or attend social functions. 

Specifics regarding benefits and limitations of the 

Inactive Member category are defined in a separate 

SOS Policy.” 

The new policy applying to Inactive Members states 

that:  

Anyone who has been an SOS member for 10 years or 

more, may apply for an “Inactive Member” status and 

be charged a nominal fee (to be determined by the 

board on an annual basis). This status allows inactive 

or out-of-area members to keep up with the club and 

club news without paying full dues.  

Inactive Members:  May not vote or hold elective office. 

They may attend social events as a guest, or by paying 

a nonmember fee.  

My thanks to all of our committee chairs, committee 

members and members of the Board of Directors for 

their work and flexibility in keeping the club going 

during this very difficult virus situation. From the folks 

trying to schedule events, to the cruise planners and 

coordinators, to the Whisker Pole editors and the data 

base manager, all have contributed a great deal of time 

and energy re-inventing nearly all of our club activities, 

events and communication.

Bareboat Activities 

The latest bareboat survey 

asked three questions of 

members: 

1. How likely are you to 

sign up for a bareboat trip 

if a proven COVID-19 

vaccine is not available? 

2. How likely are you to fly to a destination if a proven 

COVID-19 vaccine is not available? 

3. How likely are you to drive to a destination if a 

proven COVID-19 vaccine is not available? 

 

The respondents answered 60% “unlikely” and “very 

unlikely” to questions 1 and 2. The response to 

question 3 was 24% “unlikely” and “very unlikely” giving 

an indication that members may be more inclined to 

sign up for a trip within driving distance. 

The results of this survey were discussed at the Board 

of Director’s Meeting on June 9th.  We do not have a 

spring 2021 trip planed as of now because of the 

uncertainty of COVID-19 and the path it will take. We 

have decided to revisit the possibility of a spring 2021 

trip later this fall.  

We have some options for destinations within the US 

including the beautiful Chesapeake.  Before we make 

plans for a spring 2021 trip, we need to identify 

procedures to help ensure the safety of our members. 

The French Canal trip originally scheduled for fall 2020 

has been moved to next year.  Members who were 

registered for 2020 should update their registration 

form for 2021 if still going. Registration is also open to 

new participants.

In a matter of days with no cars on the street, the 
usually polluted air cleared up, they could hear birds 
much more clearly, they could sleep with street-side 
windows open, and did not have to continually dust.  
They started to use a rarely used stationary bike facing 
a great view over rooftops, past the Duomo, and on to 
the mountains beyond.  Brenda has been competing 
with herself to increase the distance she can "ride" in a 
half hour, now is now up to 12.5 km from a much lower 
number when she started!  She is super happy she can 
take Pilates classes on Zoom with the Goucher Pilates 
Center in Baltimore, something she usually misses 
when there.  On a lark, she signed up for a one-week 

Italian class nearby a day before all schools had to 
close.  The school converted all classes to Zoom; and 
she ended up taking 15 weeks of intensive Italian 
classes with excellent instructors, and most interesting 
of all, students from 20 countries.  It was a great way to 
have a mental break from the barrage of bad news.  
Antonio has been enjoying more time to listen to music, 
finding lots of classical and jazz recordings that he had 
not heard before.  They do a lot of Zoom gatherings with 
family and friends, including a weekly one Brenda loves: 
each participant contributes thoughts on a topic with no 
interruption from the others.  It is so nice to hear each 
person through.   They missed their favorite pizza place, 
so endured a number of pathetic and so-so pizza 
experiments, until Brenda figured out measures and 
flour blends to have an even better pizza at home than 
out! 
 
Now, in July, with active cases in the Italy below 15,000, 
most people, particularly in the hard-hit north, they wear 
masks out and about, and more places are open with 
lots of hand sanitizer at entries.  With distancing rules, 
they are used to lines to get into stores now.  Some 
small stores can only have one customer in at a time.  
The hardware store has such narrow aisles the staff has 
to bring items outside to help customers decide what to 
buy and payments are made on the sidewalk.  They 
continue to be diligent with fierce hopes that people do 
not get too complacent so that all can enjoy having a bit 
more freedom and the valiant medical and support staff 
can have time to recover and process what they 
endured.   They watch in concern what is happening in 
the US and other countries without unified approaches 
to control the spread.  From what they hope is the other 
side of the storm here, they urge SOS members to 
overdo preventive practices--stay well and protect 
others in case you happen to be asymptomatic. 
 
Bernie Halloran misses sailing, but doesn’t miss his 
own boat. A three-story house and a two-acre hillside lot 
offer more than enough maintenance.  So, to get off the 
house arrest funk, Bernie’s oldest son suggested 
novels.  He admits he haven’t finished John Bolton’s 
book yet, but he did knock off half a dozen books last 
month, three of which were great espionage thrillers. He 
passes on this advice: classic novels.

The SOS io group is the unofficial online communication for SOS 
members, providing a convenient way for discussion of various 
sailing related topics.  It is also a tool skippers can use to recruit 
crew for an impromptu day of sailing or to request a boat helper.  
Need to arrange a carpool to an SOS party – this is a good way to 
reach out to members. 
 
You can join, leave and rejoin most subgroups without moderator 
intervention. You can turn on or off emails from any subgroup you 
are part of and even to the main "All" group.  So you could restrict 
your emails, for example, to only Skippers@sos.groups.io if you 
were a member of that subgroup.  NOTE: Skippers group 
membership is moderated, and restricted to only be skippers, 
board members or relevant committee chairs. 
 
Here are the *very simple* steps for you to join the new SOS email 
group. 
 
STEP 1 - Get a groups.io account 
1.1 In a browser, go to  http://groups.io and click Sign Up in the 
upper right corner.  Follow the directions to register an account 
email (use the one you get SOS email at). 
1.2 In your email, look for the "Verify your account" email and click 
the link to verify you are the owner of the email address you 
registered with. 
STEP 2 - Connect to the SOS group 
2.1 In a browser, go to http://sos.groups.io and click the blue 
"Apply for Membership In This Group" button near the button. 
2.2 Wait until a moderator okay's your subscription (the moderator 
will first verify that you are an SOS member, based on your email 
used to subscribe).  You will know this is done when you get an 
email welcoming you to the group.  Read that email, then browse 
to the site http://sos.groups.io. 
STEP 3 - Optional - Join one or more subgroups.  
3.1 On the main SOS page on the left is "Subgroups".  Click that. 
From the list of subgroups, click one that you are interested in. 
Read the description and if you want, the Message History of that 
subgroup.  If you want to join the conversation and get email when 
someone posts there, go to 3.2 
3.2 On the main subgroup page, click "+Join This Group" near the 
bottom.  You will be automatically added to the Subgroup.   
 
Photos, Files and Databases can be uploaded by any member of 
the main group or subgroup (subgroups have their own Photos, 
Files, and Databases).
