So, let’s
gather a
group  of
compatible

members, and
invite them to crew with our
skipper members who own salil
boats. We’ll sail over to Rock Hall
or some other nice place and
have a party! Or, let's keep it
simple and just sail to Eagle Cove,
and raft up together. Sounds
great....what could possibly go
wrong?

N

Hmm....... let’s take a closer look.

First, are the boats safe? Is the
required safety gear onboard? Is
there a reasonable and dry bunk
for each invited crew? How about
a working head? Oh, and is the
skipper competent; can he or she
find Eagle Cove?

Then, let's consider the
‘compatible crew”. Are they
aware of boating etiquette and
appropriate clothing? Will they
know what kinds of food are best
to bring on a boat and what is just
a pain? Can they put a jib sheet
correctly around a winch? Do they
know what a winch is? Are they
able to toss a line or tie a cleat
hitch when the boat arrives at the
marina? How will an eager and
well-trained crew person
even find a skipper going out to
the party or the raft up?

Assuming we gather some crew
and head out on a safe boat, how
does the skipper find the relatively
unknown Eagle Cove? Upon
arrival, do the boats just pile into a
raft until someone thinks that eight
boats on an anchor are too

many? Someone needs to be in
charge and they need to know
how to safely raft with multiple
boats of varying sizes.

And, if what we really want is a
good party at the end of a sail -
who puts that all
together? Someone needs to
reserve slips for the boats and for
the party, hire a caterer, get a
liquor license and appoint
someone to greet arriving boats
and direct them to their
slip. Whew!

Bottom line....... it takes a lot of
volunteers to keep SOS afloat and
functioning!

SOS members manage all of the
functions and activities that allow
us to have a robust and safe
sailing program plus parties! Stay
tuned as next month this column
will describe many of those
“behind the scenes” activities
which we all depend on.

New Law

Engine/Propulsion Cut-Off Devices
Joan Tannen, Safety Chair

On April 1, 2021 a new law went into effect regarding
Engine Cut-Off Switches (ECOS), or what many of us
refer to as “Kill Switches.” This usually refers to a coiled
bungee cord lanyard with one end clipped onto the
operator's person in some manner and the other end
attached to the Engine Cut-Off Switch.

Under this new law operators of a boat with an ECOS
are required to use the ECOS. This law applies to
motorized boats with three or more horsepower that are
less than 26 feet in length. The operator is required to
use the ECOS while operating on a plane or above
displacement speed.

The purpose of an Engine Cut-Off switch is to shut down
the engine if the operator is ejected from the vessel.

The Dinghy Dance - July 18 Two Kinds of Races
When you hear about a Dinghy Dance, do you envision ln LeUKemla Regatta
dinghies waltzing together on the Chesapeake Bay? Or
sailors standing in their dinghies doing the Macarena?
Nope! The Dinghy Dance is an opportunity for you to
practice in the safety of a swimming pool the skills
required to get in and out of a dinghy.

The June 19" Leukemia Cup Regatta is managed by the
Eastport Yacht Club for the races off Annapolis.

There are two kinds of races held during the Leukemia

Cup event. The first is a cruising class for boats of

different makes and models that don’'t normally race but

want to support the event; this is the class in which
s) most SOS boats participate.

These maneuvers are often tricky,
especially for some of us who are
less agile than we used to be. So,
the Safety Committee is sponsoring
a dinghy demonstration and practice _
exercise on June 18" in a private pool in

Annapolis. (If registration exceeds limit, we will add a
second day.)

The cruising class will participate in a pursuit race; the
objective is to have slower boats start first as a function
of an assigned rating with progressively faster boats
starting later. This eliminates the stress of starting with
many other boats and dealing with the complexity of
start rules. The pursuit race is extremely popular with
cruisers and sailors new to racing. Small boats love
being in the “clear” and love to see the big guys behind —
running aground, etc. Big boats love to pass little boats
and this style of racing keeps it fun for all. It also makes
crystal clear how you’re doing against the competition:
the first boat to the finish wins, simple as that.

The afternoon will begin with viewing videos and
discussion on:

e USCG new labels on PFDs

How to select, inflate and re-arm an inflatable PFD
How to put on a PFD after you are in the water
Dinghy safety tips

How to re-enter a dinghy from the water

The second type of race is a one-design class for the
same types of boats to sail against the same competitors
they race against all season, which a few SOS boats
prefer. The two classes will race on different courses.

The video viewing will be followed by a practice session
in the pool. Everyone will have to opportunity to put on a
PFD after you are in the water, jump into water with PFD
on, and practice a variety of maneuvers to get into a
dinghy from the water. The practice will be followed by
Q&A and refreshments around the pool while we dry off.
